These programs encourage citizens to get out of their cars and onto pollution-free bikes. Fresno’s Yellow Bike Program puts about forty bicycles around the city. Some people worry that the free bikes will be stolen. However, stealing hasn’t been a problem in other free-bike cities. Though most people think the bike program is a good idea, only a few say they will use it. Phil Cheng says, “There are too many cars on the road. Riding a bicycle can be dangerous. There are not many bike lanes.” He adds, “What’s more, it’s too cold in the winter. And what if you ride a bike to work, and then there isn’t one to ride home?”

  Program leaders know there will be problems. But they think it’s worth trying. “It’s not the solution for everyone,” says Sylvia Pass. “But if just one hundred people use it every day, that’s one hundred cars that aren’t on the streets, one hundred parking spaces that aren’t used. I think it’s a great beginning.”
